Collection schedule - Section II – Tuesday and Friday. 

• Bulk Waste Collection will be twice per month and  

will be curbside only 

Section I – First and Third Wednesday 

Section II – Second and Fourth Wednesday 

• There will be no make-up days for collections that are 
skipped due to holidays or snow days.

• All refuse containers must be at the curb by 6:00 a.m.

• Reminder – all refuse containers must be rigid reus-

able containers no larger than 35 gallon capacity and 

weigh 50 pounds or less. 

• Saturday Bulk Waste Drop-off in the summer is 

eliminated. Only curbside service will be provided.

• Refuse and Recycling Collection will be suspend-
ed when there are 3-inches of snow on the ground 

at 6:00 in the morning. Collection will resume on the 

next scheduled collection day.
